Chaperone Guide and FAQs

Who should attend?
e Childrenwho belongtothe scoutor youth group and siblingsin grades 1-6 (The Krazy Kritters program s best
suited forgrades 1-4)

e Group leadersand chaperonesto meet ourrecommended ratio of 1adultto 4 children.
e All participants must purchase tickets atleast 2 weeks priortoyour Overnight program. We cannotadd
participants upon yourarrival to the Zoo.

What time do we arrive and where do we check in?

e ALL participants mustarrive at 6:45pm and enterthe Zoo as one group.

e Ifyouare runninglate, please call 412-760-7452.

e Parkingisin the mainzoo parkinglot off Butler Street. A security guard or zoo instructor will meetyour group at
the admission gates.

Can participants or chaperones arrive late?

e No.Due to safety concernsall participants mustarrive by 6:45pm and enterthe Zoo as one group.

What should we bring?

e Pajamas, slippersorsocks, a pillow and sleeping bag, toiletries, hand towel, washcloth, achange of clothing forthe
nextday, camera, and a flashlight. You may bringan air mattress or foam pad if desired.

e Awaterbottle.

e PACKLIGHTLY! You will be carryingyourbelongings to the Worlds of Discovery buildingin Kids Kingdom. Consider
bringingawagon to help transportyour belongings.

e Pleaseleave yourvaluablesathome, asthe Zoo is not responsibleforlost orstolenitems.

e Thereisa large waterfall always runningin the Worlds of Discovery building. If you fearthat thiswill interfere
with yourability tosleep, then we suggest you pack ear plugs.

Who will be with us for our program?

e There will be two Education staff members conducting your program. One staff member will remain with your
group overnight.

e A ZooSecurity Guard isalways on duty.

What should we wear?

e Casual, comfortable clothing with weather appropriate outerwearand suitable shoes for walking outdoors. We
will be going outside regardless of the weather conditions.

e Thetemperatureinthe Worlds of Discovery building fluctuates. Please be prepared forcool and warm
temperatures.

Is there food available?
e Please besurethatyour groupeatsa full dinnerbefore arrivingatthe zoo. Concessionswill notbe available.

e Alightsnackwill be provided atapproximately8:30pm.
e Breakfastwill includecereal, oatmeal, granola or breakfast bars, milk, juice, coffee and tea.



Where will we be sleeping?
e Inthe Worlds of Discovery Building onacommercially carpeted floor. Foryoursafety, the doors to the building
will be locked overnight.

When will the program end?
e Between 8:45-9:00am.
e You will be askedtoreturnyour belongingstoyour car at the end of the program.

e You will be provided with agroup admission pass thatisvalid for ONLY forthat day’s visit, regardless of weather.
The pass is for the entire group and you mustre-enterthe zoo as a group.

What is expected of trip organizers?

e Be sureyourentire group arrivesontime so we can be prompt with beginningyour program.

e Give all participants nametags to be worn for the duration of your program.

e Allgroupleadersand chaperones musthave access to emergency contactinformation foreach personinyour
group.

What is expected of chaperones?

e Chaperonesare expectedto keep groups organized and behaving appropriately. Disrespectful and destructive
behaviorsare unacceptable and canresultinthe termination of the program.

e Chaperonesshouldalways stay with the group, participate in all scheduled activities, and assistin the distribution
of food and craft supplies.

e Alcoholicbeveragesandthe use of tobacco products (including vapes) are prohibited on Zoo grounds. We do not
have a designated smoking areawithin the Zoo.
